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THIS WEEK @ ST. BRIGID'S
Information about our liturgical life!
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Querida familia parroquial:
 A principios de esta semana, una persona de una de 
mis antiguas parroquias vino a visitarme. Viene más o menos 
cada mes. Es agradable verle y reencontrarnos. Es un gran 
esposo, padre, servidor público y trabaja muy duro en su fe.  
Hace unas semanas recibió una noticia sorprendente. No 
eran malas noticias: en realidad eran muy buenas noticias. 
Estaba lleno de dudas e incertidumbre.  Me dijo: "FJ, sigo 
pidiéndole a Dios una señal de que esto es lo correcto".  
Luego me contó todo lo que había estado sucediendo: 
diferentes momentos, acontecimientos, encuentros, etc.  
Después de unos cinco minutos, le dije: "¡No estás prestando 
atención!".  Había tantas señales de que Dios estaba con él 
en todo aquello.

 En las lecturas de este domingo, vemos algunas 
imágenes y signos hermosos sobre la oración.  Sí, 
caminamos sobre las aguas y se nos aparece Jesús en la 
oscuridad. Dios se muestra de maneras milagrosas. Incluso 
se cae al agua. Quizá sea una gran señal de que necesitamos 
rezar aún más.
 La primera lectura y el comienzo del Evangelio nos 
llaman en una dirección muy diferente.  Nos encontramos 
con el gran profeta Elías. Si leemos unos versículos antes, en 
el capítulo diecinueve del primer libro de los Reyes, Elías está 
a punto de rendirse. Se siente derrotado.  En el Evangelio, 
nos encontramos con Jesús, el Mesías. Unos versículos antes, 
se informa de la muerte de Juan el Bautista. Probablemente, 
Jesús necesitó algún tiempo para asimilar todo esto. 
Entonces se reunió la multitud y les dio de comer. (No leímos 
esta parte del Evangelio de Mateo el domingo pasado debido 
a la fiesta de la Transfiguración).  Antes de los milagros, Jesús 
busca estar solo, tranquilo, simplemente estar (Mateo 14:13, 
22-23).  
 En los casos de Elías y Jesús, no buscan y encuentran 
las señales en los grandes milagros o actos de la naturaleza, 
aunque Dios obra de muchas maneras maravillosas.  
Encuentran la presencia de Dios en el "susurro tranquilo" o 
en los momentos de silencio.
 Así que, tal vez en algunos de los días más difíciles, 
Dios se está mostrando a nosotros... sólo que no lo estamos 
viendo o escuchando o permitiéndonos ser tocados por él. 
Traté de prestar atención el último día o dos...

- Estábamos preocupados por la lluvia en la oración 
vespertina de verano y no llovió. ¡Qué bien!  Sin 
embargo, en la oración vespertina del lunes por la 
noche corrió una brisa suave, e incluso no tan suave. 
(Una brisa -un signo del Espíritu).

- Un joven adulto con el que yo trabajo necesitaba 

mucha ayuda legal (no era culpa suya) y apoyo. Recibí 
una llamada a medianoche esta semana. Esa llamada, 
el seguimiento con otras personas que ayudan en 
momentos como este, y otra llamada a las 4 de la 
mañana del día siguiente -y mucho trabajo en red, 
paciencia y estrés- nos ayudaron a llegar a la verdad y a 
la justicia de la situación.  Sin embargo, en medio de 
uno de esos momentos de tensión, una persona 
asustada a la que muchos han hecho daño en su 
pasado me escribió un mensaje: "Muy bien... confiaré 
en ti. Espero que todo vaya bien". (Me dejó sin aliento).

- Un error de programación -ha habido unos cuantos 
esta semana- hizo que no hubiera sacerdote en misa.  
Cuando me avisaron, fui corriendo y la Liturgia de la 
Palabra estaba terminando. Se organizó un servicio de 
oración.  Rezamos juntos y distribuimos la eucaristía. 
Todo salió bien.  Un hombre estaba en la parte de atrás 
de la Iglesia, me miró y me dijo: "Te he estado 
buscando... esperaba que estuvieras aquí". (No tenía 
que estar.)

- Un amigo me invitó a un agradable almuerzo fuera de 
esta área. Nunca tengo tiempo para eso durante el día 
pero algunas citas habían sido canceladas y había un 
espacio libre. Un momento agradable y tranquilo para 
ponernos al día y hablar de algunas señales de Dios... 
oh y terminó siendo cerca de la oficina de abogados 
que tengo que visitar para ayudar con la situación 
anterior. (No me había dado cuenta.)

-  En cada uno de estos casos sencillos, hubo una 
experiencia agradable -quizá la más obvia- de dónde 
habita Dios. Sin embargo, si miramos un poco más a 
fondo, veremos que Dios habita también en los lugares 
más profundos, sobre todo cuando hay momentos de 
lucha o incertidumbre.  Ahora bien, estas reflexiones 
son de un lapso de 12 horas más o menos, y 
ciertamente no soy más santo que tú.  También son 
para ti.

 Desde luego, no pretendo idealizarlo todo ni fingir 
que todo es fácil. No lo es.  Sin embargo, nunca podemos 
dejar de buscar los momentos tranquilos - "las suaves 
brisas"- en los que Dios muestra lo bien que actúa en 
nuestras vidas.
 ¿Cómo conseguimos la visión? Toma una lección de 
Jesús.  Aléjate y guarda silencio.

 Por favor, ora por mí. Prometo lo mismo.

LOOKING FOR SIGNS
Dear Parish Family:
 Earlier this week, a person from one of my 
former parishes came to visit and check in. He comes 
every month or so. It is nice to see him and to 
re-connect. He is a great husband, dad, public servant, 
and works so hard at his faith.  He received some 
surprising news a few weeks ago. It was not bad 
news? .actually very good news. He was filled with a lot 
of doubt and uncertainty.  He told me, ?FJ, I keep asking 
God for a sign that this is the right thing.?  Then he told 
me about all that had been happening - different 
moments, events, encounters, etc.  After he was going 
on for about five minutes, I said, ?You?re just not paying 
attention!?  There were so many signs that God was with 
him through it all.

 In this Sunday?s readings, we see some beautiful 
images and signs about prayer.  Yes  - there is walking 
on water and the appearance of Jesus in the darkness. 
God does show himself in miraculous ways. There is 
even falling into the water. Perhaps that?s a big sign that 
we need to pray even more.

 The first reading and the beginning of the 
Gospel call us in a very different direction.  We 
encounter the great prophet Elijah. If you read a few 
verses earlier in the nineteenth chapter of the first book 
of Kings, Elijah is about to give up. He feels defeated.  In 
the Gospel, we encounter Jesus the Messiah. A few 
verses earlier, the death of John the Baptist was 
reported. Jesus probably needed some time to sort 
through all of this. Then the crowds gathered and he fed 
them. (We did not read this part of Matthews? Gospel 
last Sunday because of the Feast of the Transfiguration.)  
Before the miracles, Jesus is actually seeking to be alone, 
to be quiet, to just be (Matthew 14:13, 22-23).  
 In the cases of Elijah and Jesus, they don?t seek and find 
the signs in the great miracles or acts of nature, though 
God works in many wonderful ways.  They find the 
presence of God in the ?quiet whispering sound? or in 
the silent moments. 
 So, maybe on some of the toughest days, God is 
showing himself to us? we?re just not seeing it or hearing 
it or allowing ourselves to be touched by it. I tried to pay 
attention the last day or two?

- We were worried about rain at Summer Evening 
Prayer and it did not rain. Good!  Yet, there was a 

gentle and even a not so gentle breeze at Evening 
Prayer on Monday night. (A breeze -a sign of the 
Spirit.)

- A young adult I work with needed some serious legal 
help (not his fault) and support. I received a call at 
midnight this week. That call, follow ups with others 
who help in moments like this, and another call at 4 
a.m. the next morning - and a lot of networking, 
patience, and stress -  helped us to get to the truth 
and to the justice of the situation.  Yet, in the middle 
of one of the stressful moments, a frightened person 
who has been hurt by many in his past  writes a 
message ?All right? I?ll trust you. I hope everything is 
fine.? (It took my breath away.)

- A scheduling error - there?ve been a few this week - 
resulted in no priest at Mass.  When contacted, I ran 
over and the Liturgy of the Word was just finishing. A 
prayer service had been arranged.  We prayed 
together and distributed the eucharist.   A man was 
in the back of the Church and looked at me and said, 
?I?ve been looking for you? I was hoping you would 
be here.? (I wasn?t supposed to be.)

- A friend invited me to a nice lunch outside of this 
area. I never have time for that during the day but 
appointments had been canceled and there was an 
open space. A nice, quiet time to catch up and talk 
about some signs of God? oh and it wound up being 
down the street from the law office I need to visit to 
assist with the situation above. (I hadn?t realized.)

 In each of these simple cases, there was a nice 
experience  -maybe the more obvious - of where God is 
dwelling. Look a litt le deeper, though, and you see God 
is dwelling in the deeper places, too, particularly when 
there are moments of struggle or uncertainty.  Now 
these were from just a span of 12 hours or so and I?m 
certainly no holier than you.  They?re there for you too!

 I am certainly not looking to romanticize 
everything or to pretend that it is all easy. It?s not.  Yet, 
we can never stop searching for the quiet moments - 
?the gentle breezes? - where God is showing how well he 
is at work in our lives.

 How do we get the vision? Take a lesson from 
Jesus.  Get away and be quiet.
 Please pray for me. I promise the same
